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1. Amendment of the RCM development plan:

The development plan for the Vaudreuil-Soulanges 
Regional County Municipality (RCM) establishes the main 
guidelines for land development, and specifies authorized 
land uses. Although industrial activities are already 
allowed on the former Soulanges Industries site acquired 
by Canadian Pacific (CP) in 2006, the additional area 
required to build the intermodal complex is zoned for 
agricultural use.

CP therefore presented its project to the Vaudreuil-
Soulanges RCM in order to request an amendment to the 
development plan. In October 2007, the RCM submitted  
       the zoning change by-law for public  

consultation. The by-law, passed by the RCM on January 
23, 2008, also prescribes certain obligations for CP 
concerning the construction, layout and operations of the 
intermodal complex, specifically as regards measures to 
reduce project impacts. Thereafter, the municipality of 
Les Cèdres changed its by-laws to bring them into line 
with the RCM’s development plan. 

2. Decision concerning highway access: 

After several months of analysis and consideration, it 
was decided that interchange 22 would be the access 
point between the intermodal complex and Highway 20.

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Detailed site
components

Unloading area 
When a train arrives, the containers are 
unloaded from the cars by toplifters and 
transported to the distribution centre or 
loaded onto transport trucks that will take 
them directly to their final destination. 
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Vegetative screen – retention basin
This portion of the site, 40 m wide, is made 
up of a basin extending around the perimeter 
of the site to collect rainwater which can then 
be discharged into area watercourses in a 
controlled manner. On either side of the basin, 
plantings form a dense vegetative screen that 
hides the intermodal complex from view and 
blends in with the surrounding landscape. A 
vegetative screen will also be planted in parts of 
the perimeter where there is no retention basin.
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Montée chenier overpass  
Building this overpass will maintain 
the present traffic on Montée Chénier, 
a road frequently used by area farmers.

These barriers, 2.75 m high and 1.20 m 
deep, absorb sound and blend in with 
the surroundings.
